Directions to Peterhead Sailing club

Peterhead Sailing Club is located next to the Marina in Peterhead Harbour, (the Lido).   Postcode for Satnav is AB42 2UP
From the south (A90), follow signposts first to the town centre (straight across at the McDonalds round about), and then 2nd right, (signpost towards the Lido caravan park), just before the car park overlooking the bay.   This road runs downhill to the water.   The sailing club is located halfway between the caravan park and the marina.
From the north (A90) and west (A950), follow signposts to the town centre, and then when in the centre, signposts for Aberdeen.   This will bring you to the south side of Peterhead and will bring the harbour into view.   Take the left turning towards the Lido caravan park, immediately after the car park overlooking the harbour.
