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Overnight parking rules & advice
We are privileged to sail in a beautiful space, shared with a considerable variety of wildlife. The lake is designated as a Site of Nature Conservation Importance (SNCI), a Site of Special Scientific Interest (SSSI) and a Special Protection Area (SPA) under the EU directive on the conservation of wild birds. Avon Wildlife Trust monitor the site and Bristol Water manage it. The sailing club comes under the overall direction of Bristol Water, with whom we have our lease.
Overnight camper van parking is not normally permitted at the lake, but has been agreed with Bristol Water for this event by exception to a maximum number of 10 vehicles. Camping is not permitted.
Anyone wishing to stay in a camper van overnight must pre-book before in advance using the booking form below and returning to vice-commodore@chewvalleysailing.org.uk. The fee is £10 per night, payable on arrival at the event registration.  
Amenities & Access
· The duty ranger can be contacted on the emergency phone number 01275 332 481 (it will re-divert to a mobile) from 08:00 hours until one hour after sunset.
· The sailing clubhouse will be locked overnight, it will not be possible to access toilets or any other clubhouse facilities.
· The gate on entry to the club access road is kept locked at all times and the inner gate to the compound locked overnight, so you will need to plan to stay ‘on-site’. If heading in to Chew Stoke, this will need to be on foot via the sailing club access road to the north of the clubhouse (not past Woodford Lodge and the fishing centre to the South)
Summary of site rules
Please respect the environment and try to minimise any disturbance.
DO’S: Please
· DO park considerably and be considerate of other users of the site – this is a shared car park – please follow the guidance 
· DO leave the site clean and tidy as you find it
· DO take care!  Watch out for vehicles and cyclists on the access road!  The road and car park can get busy
· DO stay away from the reservoir banks and water
· DO bring a torch and spare batteries; there is no overnight lighting in and around the car park 

DON’TS: Please

· DO NOT use disposable or other BBQs on any part of our site
· DO NOT pitch a tent or have camp fires on any part of our site
· DO NOT leave litter or mess 
· DO NOT make undue noise
· DO NOT cross the boundary fences to club, go down to the waters edge, swim or go onto the jetties
