1. RULES 
1.1. The event is governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing 2025-2028.
1.2. Before competing, each helm must enter using the Grafham Water Sailing Club WebCollect facility.
1.3. Competitors should note that Grafham Water Sailing Club implements the RYA Racing Charter and they will be expected to sail in compliance with it. The Charter can be found at the front of the Racing Rules of Sailing (the yellow pages after the definitions), or on the RYA website at https://www.rya.org.uk/racingrules.
1.4. If there is conflict between the NoR and SI, then the SI shall prevail. This changes RRS 63.7
2. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
2.1. The sailing instructions will be available at GWSC Website at the sign-on/entry page.
3. COMMUNICATION
3.1. While racing, from the first warning signal until the end of the last race of the day, except in an emergency, a boat shall not make voice or data transmissions and shall not receive voice or data communication that is not available to all boats.
4. ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
4.1. The event is open to all boats sailing within their class rules and 2-person classes that have been given dispensation to sail single-handed off a different handicap.
4.2. The Great Lakes Handicap System applies to boats racing in handicap fleets.

22. RISK STATEMENT 
RRS Rule 3 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states: ‘The responsibility for a boat's decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone.’

Sailing by its nature is an unpredictable sport and therefore inherently involves an element of risk.  By taking part in the event, each competitor agrees and acknowledges that:  
(a) [bookmark: _Hlk29732654]They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event;  
(b) They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their other property whether afloat or ashore; 
(c) They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions;  
(d) Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate;
(e) The provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and    volunteers by the event organiser does not relieve them of their own responsibilities;  
(f) The provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions as can be practically provided in the circumstances;  
(g) It is their responsibility to familiarise themselves with any risks specific to this venue or this event drawn to their attention in any rules or information produced for the venue or event and to attend any safety briefing held for the event. 
23. INSURANCE
Grafham Water Sailing Club General Instructions state that all craft shall be covered by third-party insurance for claims up to £2 million arising in any one accident.
