	Course Information 

	Course Overview:
The Open Water Lifeguard qualification enables candidates with no previous lifeguard experience to become qualified. By attaining this qualification candidates will have been assessed as competent to provide supervision and rescue cover for planned, organised and risk-assessed activities in open water (still, non-tidal).
The course requires a minimum of 19 hours (3 days) training and requires 100% attendance. 
The course will be delivered using a variety of methods including:
· PowerPoint Presentations
· Flip Chart Exercises
· Guided Group Discussions and Activities
· Practical Demonstrations and Training
The Open Water Lifeguard Qualification is valid for 2 years from the date of successful completion of the course.

Topics Covered:
The Open Water Lifeguard Qualification is split into three sections:
Section 1 - The Open Water Lifeguard, environment, hazards and supervision
Section 2 - Responding to an emergency and taking action
Section 3 - CPR and First Aid – with an additional hour added to the course to complete the Emergency First Aid at Work qualification.
