1. RULES  

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing, the RYA prescriptions 
and the rules of the individual competitor’s Class Association.  

1.2 The Rock Sailing and Water Ski Club Sailing Instructions (SI) will apply except as 
stated in any supplementary Sailing Instructions. 

1.3 All competitors must wear personal buoyancy at all times whilst afloat. Neither a 
wet suit nor dry suit constitutes adequate buoyancy.  Competitors 
who attempt to race without personal buoyancy will automatically be 
disqualified.  

 

2. ADVERTISING  

2.1 Shall comply with the World Sailing Advertising Code and the relevant rules of the 
individual competitor’s Class Association. RSWSC may require the display of 
advertising material.  

 
3 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY 

 
3.1    The World Sailing Sailor Classification Code shall not apply to this event. 
3.2  Entry to the Open Meetings is open to the members and non-members of RSWSC. 
3.3 Cost per boat is £100.00 which includes 2 meal tickets for the Saturday night 

‘Social’ and berthing at Ferry Point and river dues. 
3.4 Cost for 1 day entry is £25. This does not include river due or a meal ticket.  
3.5     If using a combi trailer, boats should be kept on the trailer road base after sailing 

(this also applies to double trailers). Should you wish to keep your trailer separately 
there will be an additional £5.50 per day charge which is not included in the entry 
fee. 

3.6 The regatta is open to: 

• Lark Class Dinghies 

• Scorpion Class Dinghies

9.1 The regatta is held in the River Camel and the Camel Estuary, Rock, Cornwall,
