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UPDATE FOR ALL TEAM RIDERS 
Important changes to pre-entries
From 1st October 2025 BRC are changing the way Qualifiers and Championships are funded and ‘Competition Passes’ will replace 'Prelim Entries'. Thames Valley Riding Club have decided to ask Members to purchase their own passes. We will review how we support team competitors throughout the next year.
Prelim Entries (and Competition Passes) generate income for BRC which covers the costs of scoring materials and rosettes for qualifiers, official steward training, hat tags, various other training and championships. 

Competition Passes:  
Any rider wishing to compete in a BRC Qualifier or Championship will now need to purchase a Competition Pass. 
· Passes need to be purchased via Sport80
· This is an annual pass, valid from date of purchase for 12 months.
· Passes cost £30 plus transaction fee (for riders with 1-2 horses) and £45 plus transaction fee (for riders with 3 or more horses). Horses do not need to be registered. 
· Passes are only valid with an active club membership. Members must have both a valid club membership and valid Competition Pass at time of competing. The onus is on the rider to ensure they have up-to-date memberships.
· Members with a Competition Pass may compete with any club. They will not need to purchase additional passes if competing for more than one club. 
· The competition pass covers all BRC disciplines across BRC Qualifiers and Championships including Quadrille and allows the holder to enter as many classes as they wish at their area qualifiers.
