BOATS AND TRAILER STORAGE
It is the competitors responsibilty to provide the equipment they need to take part.

unless instructed otherwise.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.

Safety cover will be provided in accordance with section 15 Below, except for those who are members of the Sea Cadets where it is dictated that it will be provided in Accordance with their operating procedures in force at that time.(IBOS)
15     DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY 

RRS 4 of the Racing Rules of Sailing states: 'The responsibility for a boat’s decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone.'


Sailing is by its nature an unpredictable sport and therefore inherently involves and element of risk. By taking part in the event, each competitor agrees and acknowledges that:
(a)     They are aware of the inherent element of risk involved in the sport and accept responsibility for       the exposure of themselves, their crew and their boat to such inherent risk whilst taking part in the event;

(b)
They are responsible for the safety of themselves, their crew, their boat and their property whether afloat or ashore;

(c)
They accept responsibility for any injury, damage or loss to the extent caused by their own actions or omissions;

(d)
Their boat is in good order, equipped to sail in the event and they are fit to participate;

(e)
The provision of a race management team, patrol boats and other officials and volunteers by the event organiser does not relieve them of their own responsibilities;

(f)
The provision of patrol boat cover is limited to such assistance, particularly in extreme weather conditions, as can be practically provided in the circumstances;

(g)
Their boat is adequately insured, with cover of at least £2,000,000 against third party claims;

The entry fee is £5 per sailor
